Food subsidy: FCI receives
¥70,000 crore in H1 of FY24

Free food grains
scheme likely to be

THE UNION FINANCE ministry
has released 70,000 crore
towards the food subsidy
expenses in the first half of the
current fiscal tothe Food Corpo-
ration of India (FCI), through
which 709% of the subsidy funds
arerouted.

The government had
assessed the required fund sup-
port to FCI for the current fiscal
atX1.37 trillion. This allocation
inthefirst half,according tothe
officials, is adequate to meet
expenses towards grain supplies
underthe freeration schemeby
the Corporation.

Forthefirsttimein themany
years,the FCThasnotavailed the
provision of short-term credit to
meetitsoperational expensesin
the current fiscal year, due to
timely release of funds towards
food subsidy costs.“The finance
ministryhasbeenreleasing sub-
sidyexpensesamountsvirtually
onaweeklybasisand thus there
is no reason to avail short-term
loans which was a norm a few
yearsback,’a food ministry offi-
cial told FE.

end of FY23.Inaddition, selling
of more than 2 million tonne
(MT) of wheat so far under the
open market sale scheme has
helped lowering grain stocks
and increase fund flows.

Due to the discontinuation
of the Pradhan Mantri Garib
Kalyan Anna Yojana (PMGKAY)
from December 31,2022 under
which additional foodgrains of
5 kgeach to 800 million benefi-
ciarieswere provided since April
2020,thesubsidyburdeninthe
current fiscal has reduced sig-

nificantly. The PMGKAY had
cost the exchequer a massive
X3.4trillionforthefulltenure of
the scheme. Officials said the
total borrowing of FCI stood at
340,725 crorebytheend of Sep-
tember, 336,700 crore worth of
bondswhichare payable during
2028-30isapart.

Russia lifts diesel-export
ban that battered markets

RUSSIA ALLOWED A return to
seaborne exports of diesel just
weeks afterimposingaban that
roiled global markets, taking
other steps instead to keep suf-
ficient fuel supplies at home.
Shipments can resume pro-
vided that the fuelisdelivered to
the nation’s ports by pipeline,
according toastatement on the
government’s Telegram
account. Such flows to Russia’s
western ports account for the
bulk of exported volumes.

The move will be a relief to
importers after Russia, the sin-
gle largest seaborne exporter of
diesel-typefuels,slapped anear-
total ban on deliveries Septem-
ber 21.That followed a surge in
domestic fuel costs that stoked
inflation — a potential political
problem for the Kremlin ahead
of March presidential elections.

The ban drove up European
prices in an already tight mar-
ket. Refiners around the world
are struggling to produce
enough of the fuel after Russia
and Saudi Arabia cut supply of
crudes rich in diesel, causing
inventories to dwindle.

The updated regulationsare
set to free up about 90% of pre-
ban seaborne volumes for
export,orsome 630,000 barrels
a day, according to estimates
from Viktor Katona, head crude
analyst at market intelligence
firm Kpler. Yet the new rules
stipulate that producers must
keep atleast 50% of their diesel
output at home. Taking major
exporter Surgutneftegas PJSCas
anexample,the companywould
need to hold on to around
55,000 barrels of the daily vol-
umes it used to sell abroad,
Katona said.

STEEL COMPANIES PLAN to
raise prices of various grades of
the alloy due to rising import
costs of coking coal, especially
from major producerAustralia,
officials at four domestic mills
said. Steel mills are likely to
raiseratesby $25 to $50 amet-
ric ton by December, said the
officials,who did notwish tobe
named as they are not autho-
rised to speak to media.

Prices for Australian coking
coal have jumped 50% to over
$350 a metric ton due to fac-
tors such as maintenance out-
ages,lower than usual supplies
from Queensland,and a slower
train network, Banmeet

However, in
May thisyear,the companysaid
its proposed project for making
EVs was stalled due to a notice
from the West Bengal govern-
ment over resumption of its
land at Uttarpara.The company
had signed a memorandum of
understanding (MoU) and had
been in the advanced stages of
discussion for a joint venture

with an European auto com-
pany for the manufacturing of
electric vehicles. The company
then said it had alternate plans
to facilitate and generate addi-
tional revenue and realize ade-
quate funds required after the
resumption issue was resolved.

The crisis-ridden
automaker had stopped pro-
ducingiconicAmbassador cars
in 2014 as sales had dwindled.
